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About the Conference

(']E/e conference topic addresses the theses of the Report for the Club of Rome Come On! Capitalism,
Short-termism, Population and the Destruction of the Planet (2018) by Ernst Ulrich von Weizsacker and
Anders Wijkman, urging a “new Enlightenment”. In view of the enormous global challenges in science,
economics, technology and politics, the authors call for a reorientation toward the principles that have
guided the Modern Age. The origins of these principles should be sought in the thinking of the European
Enlightenment, among whose most influential thinkers the authors name Immanuel Kant.

ccordingtotheauthorsofthe Report, the reorientation of modernist principles mustlead firstof all to the
acorrection of the one-sidedness caused by the domination of Western rationalism and materialistically
oriented pursuit of profit. In the historical perspective, this is related to the consequences of colonisation
and the destruction of civilizations outside Europe; in the present, it is the life-threatening exploitation of
the Earth’s natural resources. In addition, the authors mention the consequences of a new individualism
that has led to an increase in the value of individual achievement and private wealth. In their view, one of
the demands of the “new Enlightenment” must therefore be the rejection of Eurocentrism and an appeal
to the great traditions of other civilisations. Another is the need to contain “the suicidal features of modern
capitalism”. The central theoretical problem of the “new Enlightenment” is the creation of a philosophy not

of separation and exclusion, but of the mutual complementarity and synergy of opposites.

ow relevant and persuasive are the theses of the Report for the Club of Rome? Should Kant’s critical
philosophy be attributed to the “old” Enlightenment, or does it contain the true potential of the “new

Enlightenment” which is being sought?
